Fan amber LED. Onindicatesat least
one of the three fansin the system has
failed. The system shuts down 30
seconds after this LED lights.

Disk Activity green LED. Flashes
when internd system disks are accessed.

Power Present green LED. On when
power is present in the system.

Power button. Pushinto start the
system and connect power. Push again
to remove power and stop the system.

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Front Access Drives (Some Models)

Front access disk drives are optiona on some models.
Follow these steps to remove a drive or a spacer panel
from afront access bay.
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Ensure that the drive to be removed has been
properly dismounted (viathe operating system)
before extracting it from the system.

Push the tab on the I eft of the drive @ to disengage
the extractor lever.

Grasp the lever @ inthe middle and pull it
forward; thiswill causeit to disengage the drive
from the flange on the right-hand side of the lever.

Pull the drive forward out of the bay.

If you need to remove a blank spacer panel, push
the tabs © toward each other and pull the spacer
out.

To replace the drive, dideit back into the bay,
secure the latches, and remount it.
